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President Rafael Correa:

So, then, we're talking about the whole plan for citizen security. Enormous strides are being
made in citizen security, despite the bad faith, despite people saying that insecurity is increasing.
That's false: it's decreasing. All of the statistics tell us that. Of course, they are too many crimes,
assaults, etc., Meanwhile, the press wants to give that impression, there's still going to be that
impression, that environment of insecurity, but crime is decreasing, despite what Nebot says, etc.
Right? And great strides are being made, and in the next few weeks, you’ll see significant effects.
We're going to have hundreds of new patrols, we're going to have new communication
equipment, the new communication equipment is already being put into operation in Guayaquil,
etc. etc. Right? I insist to you, the modernization plan is underway: we’re even changing
uniforms, which is going to completely change the image of the national police.

Well, on Saturday the eighth, at 9:30, we had a working meeting on the Texaco case, so
let's go to that, let's go to radio link number 81. Why did we have the working meeting on the
Texaco case? You know that there’s a lawsuit filed by the communities, the Amazon Defense
Front, against Texaco Chevron, for all of the pollution that it left in the Amazon. So then,
Texaco Chevron is asking to meet with the government. Well, I’ve told our comrades about that,
to asked them what they thought, and we’ve agreed that we would meet with them, but with our
comrades from the Amazon Defense Front present. We're not one of those right-wing sellout
governments that supported this multinational company and betrayed our people. But neither are
we going to get involved in this, because it might be prejudicial to our comrades, because it's a
case that's in the hands of the court, right? It's a court case. But previous governments supported
Texaco Chevron and betrayed our people: they signed agreements saying that everything was
resolved, which has been one of the principal arguments by Texaco Chevron in its defense, when
in fact nothing was resolved. Now the Prosecutor General (Washington Pesantez), has, very
properly, opened an investigation to punish those people, because it was a lie: there was nothing,
nothing resolved, nothing cleaned up, of all the pollution. So then, they probably want us to
mediate the case, etc. If we can help, all the better, but if we meet with Texaco Chevron, we're
also going to meet with our comrades from the Amazon Defense Front. That's what were going
to say very clearly to our comrades from that group, who are extraordinary people. They’re real
heroes there, heroes that I would call anonymous heroes, don't you agree? One Luis Yanza, one
Pablo Fajardo, who have fought for years for their people, for their Amazon, for the ecosystems,
for nature, don’t you agree? Congratulations, but watch out. There’s not going to be any more of
those sellout governments. We’re not going to get involved in the case, because it's a court case
and we might hurt them. They've already made accusations that the State was pressuring the
judges - haven't they? - to prejudice the case, but comrades...I mean that if we receive Chevron
Texaco, it will be with you there. And if we can help in some way to mediate, etc., well, all the
better, but based on justice, not based on power.

Well, at this time we are on our radio link number 81 here in Turubamba, south of Quito,
as [ was telling you at the facilities of Maquita Cusunqui. Well, comrades, I'm going to have to
extend a little bit because there are several things that need to be explained.
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Presidente Rafael Correa:

Bien entonces hablamos de todo el plan de seguridad ciudadana, se estan dando inmensos pasos
en seguridad ciudadana, pese a la mala fe, pese a decir que la inseguridad esta aumentando, es
falso, estd bajando, todas las estadisticas nos lo dicen. Por supuesto, todavia hay demasiados
crimenes, asaltos, etcétera y mientras la prensa quiera seguir dando esa impresion, va a seguir
habiendo esa impresion, ese ambiente de inseguridad, pero la delincuencia esta bajando pese a lo
que diga Nebot, etcétera ;verdad? Y se estan ando grandes pasos y en las proximas semanas
veran fuertes impactos, nos vienen centenas de patrulleros nuevos, nos vienen nuevos equipos de
comunicacion, ya se estan implementando en Guayaquil esos nuevos equipos de comunicacion,
etcétera, etcétera, verdad? Les insisto, el plan de modernizacion pasa incluso hasta por el
cambio de uniforme, lo cual les va a cambiar totalmente la imagen a la Policia Nacional.

Bien, sabado ocho y media nueve y media, tuvimos una reunion de trabajo con el caso
Texaco, y de aqui pues nos trasladamos, de ahi nos trasladamos al enlace radial niimero 81. ;Por
qué tuvimos esa reunién de trabajo con el caso Texaco? Ustedes saben que hay una demanda de
comunidades, del Frente de Defensa de la Amazonia contra Texaco Chevron por toda la
contaminacion que dejoé en la Amazonia. Entonces Texaco Chevron esta pidiendo reunirse con el
gobierno. Bueno, yo les he comunicado eso a los compafieros, para preguntarles qué opinan, y
hemos acordado que los vamos a recibir, pero con la presencia de los compafieros del Frente de
Defensa de la Amazonia. Nosotros no somos esos gobiernos de derecha entreguistas que
apoyaron a la transnacional y traicionaron a nuestra gente. Tampoco nos vamos a involucrar en
esto, porque puede ser perjudicial para nuestros compaifieros, porque e€s un caso que esti en
manos de la corte, ;verdad?, es un caso judicial. Pero anteriores gobiernos apoyaron a Texaco
Chevron y traicionaron a nuestra gente. Firmaron acuerdos diciendo que todo estaba solucionado,
que ha sido uno de los principales argumentos de la defensa de Texaco Chevron, cuando nada
estaba solucionado. Ya el Ministro Fiscal, muy acertadamente, Washington Pesantez ha abierto
las investigaciones para sancionar a esa gente. Porque era mentira, no estaba nada, nada
solucionado, nada remediado de toda la contaminacién. Entonces probablemente quieren que
mediemos en el caso etcétera, si podemos ayudar en buena hora, pero si nos reunimos con
Texaco Chevron nos reunimos también con nuestros compaifieros del Frente de Defensa de la
Amazonia, entonces eso lo hemos dicho muy claro a los compaiieros de ese frente que son
extraordinarias personas. Ahi hay verdaderos, de esos héroes que yo llamo héroes anénimos ;no?:
un Luis Yanza, un Pablo Fajardo que han luchado afios por su gente, por su amazonia, por los
ecosistemas, por la naturaleza ;no? Felicitaciones y cuidado. Que ya se acabaron esos gobiernos
entreguistas. No nos podemos involucrar en el caso, porque es un caso judicial y les puede hacer
dafio. Ya acusaron de que el Estado estaba presionando a los jueces ;no? para deslegitimar el
caso, pero compaifieros o sea, sepan que si recibimos a Chevron Texaco sera con ustedes. Y si
podemos ayudar en algo a mediar etcétera, en buena hora, pero en base a la justicia, no en base al
poder.

Bien, y en este momento pues nos encontramos en nuestro enlace radial nimero 81 aqui
en Turubamba, sur de Quito, como les decia en las instalaciones de Maquita Cusunqui. Bien
compafieros, me voy a tener que extender un poquito porque hay varias cosas que explicar.
